GUIDANCE NOTES ON THE IMPLEMENTATION OF THE VARIOUS ENERGY INFORMATION REGULATIONS RELATING TO THE ENERGY LABELLING OF DOMESTIC PRODUCTS

The following notes, which are subject to ongoing consultation and review, are intended to help business and enforcement officers in understanding various aspects of these statutory instruments. They do not purport to be an exhaustive guide to their meaning and effect, but do highlight where there are drafting variations or where there may be significant differences in intention between overtly similar provisions.

It is not for DEFRA to provide definitive interpretations of these statutory instruments since such interpretations can only be provided by a Court of Law. Information contained in these notes should, therefore, be regarded as nothing more than statements of DEFRA’s current informal views. It is strongly recommended that independent legal advice is obtained on all points of interpretation.

These notes will be reviewed and amended as necessary to reflect additions and amendments to the statutory instruments themselves and in response to issues raised with DEFRA.  Any comments or queries relating to this document should be sent to:

BACKGROUND

Energy labelling policy in the European Union stems from the Specific Actions For Vigorous Energy Efficiency programme which was established in October 1991 to give a new impetus to the promotion of energy efficiency in the Union and setting down areas where this could be achieved. One of these was the effective labelling of the relative energy efficiency of domestic products.

On 22 September 1992, the Council of the European Union unanimously adopted a framework directive for the mandatory energy labelling of domestic products (92/75/EEC). That directive delegated to the European Commission the responsibility to prepare and adopt detailed application directives for specific product types, which are then implemented in the UK through statutory instruments made under section 2(2) of the European Communities Act 1972.

Application directives covering refrigerators and freezers (94/2/EC), washing machines (95/12/EC), electric tumble dryers (95/13/EC), combined washer-dryers (96/60/EC), dishwashers (97/17/EC), lamps (98/11/EC), air conditioners (2002/31/EC) and electric ovens (2002/40/EC) have, to date been adopted by the European Commission. 

COVERAGE
This note applies to the following statutory instruments:-

· The Energy Information (Refrigerators and Freezers) Regulations 1994 (as amended by The Energy Information and Energy Efficiency (Miscellaneous Amendments) Regulations 2001), implementing Framework Directive 92/75/EEC as amended by Application Directive 94/2/EC by requiring energy labels for domestic refrigerators and freezers from 1 January 1995.

· The Energy Information (Washing Machines) Regulations 1996 (as amended by The Energy Information (Washing Machines) (Amendment) Regulations 1997 and The Energy Information and Energy Efficiency (Miscellaneous Amendments) Regulations 2001), implementing Framework Directive 92/75/EEC as amended by Application Directive 95/12/EC by requiring energy labels for domestic washing machines from 1 October 1996.

· The Energy Information (Tumble Driers) Regulations 1996 (as amended by The Energy Information and Energy Efficiency (Miscellaneous Amendments) Regulations 2001), implementing Framework Directive 92/75/EEC as amended by Application Directive 95/13/EC by requiring energy labels for domestic electric tumble dryers from 1 October 1996.

· The Energy Information (Combined Washer-driers) Regulations 1997 (as amended by The Energy Information and Energy Efficiency (Miscellaneous Amendments) Regulations 2001), implementing Framework Directive 92/75/EEC as amended by Application Directive 96/60/EC by requiring energy labels for domestic combined washer-dryers from 1 February 1998.

· The Energy Information (Lamps) Regulations 1999 (as amended by The Energy Information and Energy Efficiency (Miscellaneous Amendments) Regulations 2001), implementing Framework Directive 92/75/EEC as amended by Application Directive 98/11/EC by requiring energy labels for domestic lamps from 31 December 2000.

· The Energy Information (Dishwashers) Regulations 1999 (as amended by The Energy Information and Energy Efficiency (Miscellaneous Amendments) Regulations 2001), implementing Framework Directive 92/75/EEC as amended by Application Directive 97/17/EC by requiring energy labels for domestic dishwashers from 31 July 1999.

· The Energy Information (Household Air Conditioners) Regulations 2002, implementing Framework Directive 92/75/EEC as amended by Application Directive 2002/31/EC by requiring energy labels for household air conditioners from 30 June 2003.

· The Energy Information (Household Electric Ovens) Regulations 2002, implementing Framework Directive 92/75/EEC as amended by Application Directive 2002/40/EC by requiring energy labels for household electric ovens from 30 June 2003.

Comparable details for The Energy Information (Household Air Conditioners) Regulations 2002 and The Energy Information (Household Electric Ovens) Regulations 2002 will be provided through an updated version of these guidance notes in due course.

PURPOSE AND INTENDED EFFECT

These statutory instruments aim, through energy labels, to provide clear and easily recognisable information for consumers about the energy consumption and performance of products. The most important part of a label is the 7-point energy efficiency rating scale, which provides a simple index of efficiency from 'A' (most efficient) to 'G' (least efficient), thus enabling consumers to make a considered choice in making a purchasing decision.

Labels for certain product types also provide for the display of information about the level of noise emitted by a product. However, this is only mandatory where the supplier has taken steps to inform potential consumers of the level of noise emitted by the product in question.

SCOPE OF THE STATUTORY INSTRUMENTS

Regulation 2 of The Energy Information (Household Air Conditioners) Regulations 2002 and The Energy Information (Household Electric Ovens) Regulations 2002, and regulation 3 of the remaining statutory instruments describe in detail the products covered and list exemptions.

Suppliers are required to provide labels and certain other information about their products. Dealers must ensure that all products displayed for sale, hire or hire purchase are appropriately labelled, and that consumers are provided with suppliers’ information where necessary.

Energy labels are not required for purely commercial products, nor are they required for second-hand products. However, products which have been discarded by a supplier without previously being purchased or used by a consumer will need to be labelled, unless they are exempt. Built-in products (including luminaires incorporating lamps) need to display energy labels - as do replacement lamps for use as illumination in microwaves, ovens, refrigerators, etc, where they exceed 4 watts.

BUSINESSES AFFECTED (SEE DEFINITIONS OF “SUPPLIER” AND “DEALER” IN REGULATION 1(2) OF THE ENERGY INFORMATION (HOUSEHOLD AIR CONDITIONERS) REGULATIONS 2002 AND THE ENERGY INFORMATION (HOUSEHOLD ELECTRIC OVENS) REGULATIONS 2002, AND IN REGULATION 2 OF THE REMAINING STATUTORY INSTRUMENTS)

Suppliers cover manufacturers of a product, the manufacturer’s authorised representative in the Community or the person who places the product on the Community market. Dealers cover retailers or other persons who offer for sale, display or sell a labelled product to end-users.

ENFORCEMENT OF THE STATUTORY INSTRUMENTS

Officers from local authority Trading Standards Services (Department of Enterprise, Trade and Investment in Northern Ireland) carry out enforcement of the statutory instruments in accordance with Schedule 5 (Schedule 6 in The Energy Information (Refrigerators and Freezers) Regulations 1994, and Schedule 4 in The Energy Information (Lamps) Regulations 1999 and The Energy Information (Household Air Conditioners) Regulations 2002). These include powers for officers to seize and detain records, and in certain cases, appliances. Although these powers do not cover hardware containing documents or other information, an officer may require information stored electronically to be made available to him in printed form.

"PLACE … ON THE COMMUNITY MARKET"

This relates to the initial action of making a product available for the first time on the market. The intention is clearly that all relevant product types should be labelled. So somebody must take responsibility for supplying the information required. This responsibility would normally lie with either the original manufacturer or an importer - who may be a retailer.
A product is considered to be made available when it is transferred or offered to be transferred from the stage of manufacture with the intention of distribution to and/or use by consumers. Moreover, the “place on the market” concept refers to each individual product (in other words not to a product type) and whether it was manufactured as an individual unit or in series.

The transfer of the product takes place from the manufacturer, or his authorised representative, to the importer or person responsible for distributing the product to the final consumer or user, including the manufacturer’s or authorised representative’s own commercial distribution chain. The transfer may also take place directly from the manufacturer, or his authorised representative, to the final consumer or user.

A product is considered to be transferred when either the physical hand-over or the transfer of ownership has taken place. This transfer can be for payment or free of charge, and it can be based on any type of legal instrument. Thus, a transfer of a product is considered to have taken place, for instance, in the circumstances of sale, loan, hire, leasing, and gift.

LABELLING AND RELATED DOCUMENTATION

1. The energy label (see regulations 3 and 8 of The Energy Information (Household Air Conditioners) Regulations 2002 and The Energy Information (Household Electric Ovens) Regulations 2002, and regulations 4 and 9 of the remaining statutory instruments).

Except for The Energy Information (Lamps) Regulations 1999, a supplier must provide free of charge and promptly to a dealer a label for a product, which complies with design requirements set out in Schedule 1. The label is the complete label, and not just the background or the data strip, although these can be supplied separately. However, the supply of the data strip alone, without ensuring that the dealer has the correct background, is insufficient for compliance. The dealer must then attach the label to the outside front or top of the product so that the label remains clearly visible and not obscured whenever the product is displayed.

In the case of The Energy Information (Lamps) Regulations 1999, a supplier must provide free of charge and promptly to a dealer a label as part of the individual packaging of a lamp, which complies with design requirements set out in Schedule 1. The label should be placed or printed on the outside of the packaging unless this is too small to take a label reduced to 40% (by length) of the size necessary to comply with the design requirements, in which case the label may be attached to the outside of the packaging. The dealer must ensure that a label is placed on, printed on or attached to the outside of the packaging, as the case may be.

2. The information notice (see regulation 4 of The Energy Information (Household Air Conditioners) Regulations 2002 and The Energy Information (Household Electric Ovens) Regulations 2002, and regulation 5 of the remaining statutory instruments).

A supplier must provide an information notice with a product brochure or any other literature provided with the product. The information to be contained in an information notice must comply with Schedule 2 (except in the case of The Energy Information (Lamps) Regulations 1999; and also with Schedule 4 in the case of The Energy Information (Refrigerators and Freezers) Regulations 1994, which sets out product categories). Energy efficiency and performance information should also be included, as set out in Schedule 4 (Schedule 5 in The Energy Information (Refrigerators and Freezers) Regulations 1994, and Schedule 3 in The Energy Information (Lamps) Regulations 1999 and The Energy Information (Household Air Conditioners) Regulations 2002).

3. Mail order and other distance sales, including Internet and tele-sales (see regulation 9 of The Energy Information (Household Air Conditioners) Regulations 2002 and The Energy Information (Household Electric Ovens) Regulations 2002, and regulation 10 of the remaining statutory instruments - formerly regulation 12 of The Energy Information (Refrigerators and Freezers) Regulations 1994, The Energy Information (Washing Machines) Regulations 1996, The Energy Information (Tumble Driers) Regulations 1996 and The Energy Information (Combined Washer-driers) Regulations 1997).

Except for The Energy Information (Household Air Conditioners) Regulations 2002, a person offering products for sale must ensure that the mail order catalogue or other printed information also includes the information specified in Schedule 3 (Schedule 2 in the case of The Energy Information (Lamps) Regulations 1997), and also in Schedule 4 in the case of The Energy Information (Refrigerators and Freezers) Regulations 1994, which sets out refrigeration product categories.

Except for The Energy Information (Lamps) Regulations 1997, energy efficiency and performance information should also be included, as set out in Schedule 4 (Schedule 5 in The Energy Information (Refrigerators and Freezers) Regulations 1994, and Schedule 3 in The Energy Information (Household Air Conditioners) Regulations 2002).

Internet and tele-sales are only explicitly covered in The Energy Information (Household Air Conditioners) Regulations 2002) and The Energy Information (Electric Ovens) Regulations 2002. However, by virtue of the general requirement to provide information where consumers would not normally be able to see the product, Internet and tele-sales of refrigerators and freezers, washing machines, electric tumble dryers, combined washer-dryers, dishwashers and lamps could be equally affected.

4. Technical Documentation (see regulation 7 of The Energy Information (Household Air Conditioners) Regulations 2002 and The Energy Information (Household Electric Ovens) Regulations 2002, and regulation 8 of the remaining statutory instruments).

The supplier must establish technical documentation which is sufficient to enable the accuracy of the information contained in an energy label or information notice to be assessed. In the case of dishwashers and lamps, the documentation must be established before placing the dishwasher or lamp on the market. This documentation must contain the following information: -

· The name and address of the supplier (also trademark in the case of The Energy Information (Lamps) Regulations 1997).

· A general, but unambiguous, description of the product.

· Information on the design features, including those which appreciably affect the product's energy efficiency.

· Results of any relevant design calculations carried out.

· Reports of relevant measurement tests.

· All available test reports, including those carried out by relevant notified organisations.

· Where values are derived from those obtained for similar products, the same information for these products.

· Operating instructions, if any.

The supplier must keep the technical documentation for at least five years after the product has ceased to be manufactured.

The supplier must make the technical documentation available to an enforcement authority promptly when given a notice to do so.

Neither the Human Rights Act 1998 nor Article 6 of the European Convention on Human Rights have any implications for the requirement to make technical documentation available to an enforcement authority. Having obtained this documentation, an enforcement authority may have to consider whether the rule against self-incrimination might preclude its use as evidence in criminal proceedings. However, this does not stop them asking for it in the first place.

 Where a product brochure is not provided by the supplier, the supplier shall provide an information notice with any other literature provided with the [appliance
].]

Suppliers' deemed consent to publication of information
6. The supplier shall be deemed [to consent
] to the publication of the information given on a label or in an information notice.

Suppliers to be responsible for accuracy of labels and information notices
7.[The supplier (and no other person)
] shall be responsible for the accuracy of the information [given on
] a label or in an information notice.

Suppliers' duties in respect of technical documentation
8.—(1) [The supplier shall establish
] technical documentation sufficient to enable the accuracy of the information contained in a label or information notice to be assessed.

(2) The technical documentation referred to in paragraph (1) shall include— 

(a) the [name and
] address of the supplier;

(b) a general description of the [appliance
], sufficient for it to be identified;

(c) information (including drawings as relevant) on the main design features of the [appliance
] and, in particular, items which appreciably affect its energy consumption;

(d) the results of design calculations carried out, where these are relevant;

(e) reports of relevant measurement tests carried out on the [appliance
] in accordance with the harmonised standards;

(f) test reports, where available, including those carried out by relevant notified organisations as defined under other Community legislation;

(g) where values are derived from those obtained for similar models, the same information for these models; and

(h) operating instructions (if any).

[
(3) Where the information relating to a particular model combination has been obtained by calculation on the basis of design (and/or extrapolation from other combinations), details of such calculations and/or extrapolations, and of tests undertaken to verify the accuracy of the calculations undertaken (details of the mathematical model for calculating performance of split systems, and of measurements taken to verify this model).]
[(3)
] For the purposes of [paragraphs (1) and (2)
], the supplier may use documentation already required on the basis of relevant Community legislation.


[(4)
] The supplier shall make the technical documentation available for inspection by enforcement authorities for a period ending five years after the [appliance
] has ceased to be manufactured.

[(5)
] The supplier shall furnish promptly to an enforcement authority such of the technical documentation as the authority requires pursuant to paragraph 6 of Schedule 5.

Dealers' duties
[9.
 – (1) A dealer who displays [or offers for sale an appliance
] shall attach a label to the outside front or top of the [appliance
]  so that the label remains clearly visible and not obscured whenever the [appliance
]  is displayed.]

(2) For multi-cavity ovens, each cavity shall have its own label, except a cavity which does not fall within the scope of the harmonised standards.]

 - (1) A dealer who displays or offers for sale a regulated lamp shall-


(a) ensure that there is placed or printed on the outside of the individual packaging of the lamp or,

(b) in a case to which regulation 4(2) applies, but subject to paragraph (2) below, attach to, or ensure that there is attached to, the outside of the individual packaging of the lamp,


a label referable to the lamp in question.

(2) Nothing in paragraph (1)(b) shall require a dealer to attach a label, or to ensure that a label is attached, to a lamp where he displays a full-size label with the lamp (for example, attached to the shelf on which the lamp is displayed).

(3) The dealer shall ensure that, throughout the period of the offer or display, the label placed, printed or attached, in accordance with paragraph (1), is neither obscured, nor its visibility reduced, by anything attached to, or placed or printed on, the packaging of the lamp.]

Misleading information 
11.—(1) [A person shall not display a

(b) would be likely to mislead or confuse.

Enforcement and offences

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OFFENCES, ENFORCEMENT AND OTHER MATTERS

PART I

PROVISIONS AS TO OFFENCES

Offences and penalties
1. - (1) It shall be an offence to contravene or fail to comply with-


regulation 4;

regulation 5;

regulation 8;

regulation 9;

regulation 10;

regulation 11;

paragraph 5 of this Schedule;

paragraph 6 of this Schedule;

paragraph 8(8) of this Schedule; or

paragraph 12(1) of this Schedule.

(2) A person guilty of the offence of contravening paragraph 12(1) of this Schedule shall be liable, on summary conviction, to a fine not exceeding the statutory maximum and on conviction on indictment, to a fine.

(3) A person guilty of any other offence specified in sub-paragraph (1) shall be liable on summary conviction to a fine not exceeding level 5 on the standard scale.

Prosecution of offences
2. Proceedings for an offence under these Regulations shall not be instituted-


(a) in England and Wales, except by an enforcement authority; and

(b) in Northern Ireland, except by or on behalf of the enforcement authority or the Director of Public Prosecutions for Northern Ireland.


Defences
3. - (1) In proceedings against a person for an offence under these Regulations, it shall be a defence for that person to show that he believed that these Regulations did not apply and he had no reasonable grounds for believing that these Regulations might apply.

(2) In proceedings against a person for an offence under these Regulations it shall be a defence for that person to show that he took all reasonable steps and exercised all due diligence to avoid committing the offence.

Liability of others
4. - (1) Where the commission by any person of an offence under these Regulations is due to an act or default committed by some other person in the course of any business of his, that other person shall be guilty of the offence and may be proceeded against and punished by virtue of this sub-paragraph whether or not proceedings are taken against the first-mentioned person.

(2) Where a body corporate is guilty of an offence under these Regulations (including where it is so guilty by virtue of sub-paragraph (1)) in respect of any act or default which is shown to have been committed with the consent or connivance of, or to be attributable to any neglect on the part of, any director, manager, secretary or similar officer of the body corporate or any person who was purporting to act in any such capacity, he, as well as the body corporate, shall be guilty of that offence and shall be liable to be proceeded against and punished accordingly.

(3) Where the affairs of a body corporate are managed by its members, sub-paragraph (2) shall apply in relation to the acts and defaults of a member in connection with his functions of management as if he were a director of the body corporate.

(4) Where a Scottish partnership is guilty of an offence under these Regulations (including where it is so guilty by virtue of sub-paragraph (1)) in respect of any act or default which is shown to have been committed with the consent or connivance of, or to be attributable to any neglect on the part of, a partner in the partnership, he, as well as the partnership, shall be guilty of that offence and shall be liable to be proceeded against and punished accordingly.


PART II

PROVISIONS AS TO ENFORCEMENT

Obstruction of authorised officers and false statements
5. - (1) A person shall not-


(a) intentionally obstruct a duly authorised officer of an enforcement authority acting in pursuance of any provision of these Regulations; or

(b) intentionally fail to comply with any requirement properly made to him by such an officer under any provision of these Regulations; or

(c) without reasonable cause fail to give any such officer of an enforcement authority who is so acting any other assistance or information which he may reasonably require of him for the purposes of the exercise of the officer's functions under any provision of these Regulations.


(2) A person shall not, in giving any information which is required of him by virtue of sub-paragraph (1)(c)-


(a) make any statement which he knows is false in a material particular; or

(b) recklessly make a statement which is false in a material particular.


Power of enforcement authority to require technical documentation
6. Where an enforcement authority has reason to suspect that the information given on a label or in an information notice is incorrect, the authority may require the supplier of the [appliance
] to which the label or information notice refers, to furnish to the authority, within such reasonable time as may be specified in the notice, such technical documentation within the meaning of regulation 8 (suppliers' duties in respect of technical documentation) as the authority considers appropriate.

Test purchases
7. - (1) An enforcement authority shall have power, for the purpose of ascertaining whether any provision of these Regulations has been contravened, to purchase, or to authorise an officer of the authority to purchase, any [appliance
].

(2) Where-


(a) [an appliance
] purchased under this paragraph by or on behalf of an enforcement authority is submitted to a test; and

(b) the test leads to the bringing of proceedings in respect of an offence under these Regulations; and

(c) the authority is requested to do so and it is practicable for the authority to comply with the request,


the authority shall allow the person from whom the [appliance
] was purchased or any person who is a party to the proceedings or has an interest in the [appliance
] to have the [appliance
] tested.

(3) A test of [an appliance
] purchased under this paragraph, or seized and detained under paragraph 8, shall be carried out in accordance with the test procedures of the harmonised standards.

Power to enter premises and inspect, seize and detain regulated lamps etc.
8. - (1) A duly authorised officer of an enforcement authority may, at all reasonable hours and on-


(a) identifying himself and producing authority in writing from the enforcement authority which appointed him for the exercise by him of powers conferred on the authority by these Regulations, and

(b) stating the purpose of his actions and his grounds for undertaking them,


exercise any of the powers set out in sub-paragraph (2).

(2) The powers referred to in sub-paragraph (1) are-


(a) he may, for the purpose of ascertaining whether an offence under these Regulations has been committed, inspect any [appliance
] and enter any premises other than premises used only as a dwelling;

(b) if he has reasonable cause to suspect that an offence under these Regulations has been committed, he may, for the purpose of ascertaining whether it has been committed, require any person carrying on or employed in connection with a business to produce any records relating to the [appliance or appliances
] in question and he may take copies of, or of any entry in, those records;

(c) if he has reasonable cause to suspect that an offence under these Regulations has been committed, he may seize and detain any [appliances
] for the purpose of ascertaining, by testing or otherwise, whether the offence has been committed;

(d) he may seize and detain any [appliances
] or records which he has reason to believe may be required as evidence in proceedings for an offence under these Regulations;

(e) he may, for the purpose of exercising his powers of seizure under this sub-paragraph, but only if and to the extent that it is reasonably necessary in order to secure that the provisions of these Regulations are duly observed, require any person having authority to do so to break open any container and, if that person does not comply with the requirement or if there is no person present having authority to open it, he may do so himself.


(3) For the purposes of paragraphs (b) and (d) of sub-paragraph (2), the officer may require information stored electronically to be made available to him in printed form.

(4) If a justice of the peace is satisfied by any written information on oath-


(a) that there are reasonable grounds for believing either-


(i) that any [appliances
] or records, which a duly authorised officer has power under this paragraph to inspect, copy, seize or require to be produced, are on any premises and that their inspection, copying, seizure or production is likely to disclose evidence of the commission of an offence under these Regulations; or

(ii) that any offence under these Regulations has been, is being or is about to be committed on any premises; and


(b) either-


(i) that admission to the premises has been or is likely to be refused and that notice of intention to apply for a warrant under this sub-paragraph has been given to the occupier; or

(ii) that an application for admission, or the giving of such a notice, would defeat the object of the entry or that the premises are unoccupied or that the occupier is temporarily absent and it might defeat the object of the entry to await his return,


the justice may by warrant under his hand, which shall continue in force for a period of one month, authorise an officer of an enforcement authority to enter the premises, if need be by force.


(5) An officer entering any premises by authority of a warrant granted under sub-paragraph (4) shall, if the occupier is present, give to the occupier or, if the occupier is temporarily absent, leave in a prominent place on the premises or appropriate part of the premises a notice in writing-


(a) summarising the officer's powers of seizure and detention of [appliances
] and records under this paragraph;

(b) explaining that compensation may be payable for damage caused in entering premises and seizing and removing [appliances
] and records therefrom, and giving the address to which an application for compensation should be directed; and

(c) indicating at which office of the enforcement authority and within which hours a copy of these Regulations is available to be consulted.


(6) An officer entering any premises by virtue of this paragraph may take with him such other persons and such equipment as may appear to him necessary; and on leaving any premises which he has entered by virtue of a warrant he shall, if the premises are unoccupied or the occupier is temporarily absent, leave them as effectively secured against trespassers as he found them.

(7) An officer exercising any power of seizure and detention under this paragraph shall as soon as practicable give to the person against whom the power has been exercised, a written notice-


(a) stating precisely what has been so seized and detained; and

(b) explaining where, within what period and on what grounds an appeal against such detention may be brought under paragraph 9, and whether the things detained would be released while an appeal were pending.


(8) A person who is not a duly authorised officer of an enforcement authority shall not purport to act as such under this paragraph.

(9) In the application of this paragraph to Scotland, the reference in sub-paragraph (4) to a justice of the peace shall include a reference to a sheriff and the references to written information on oath shall be construed as references to evidence on oath.

(10) In the application of this paragraph to Northern Ireland, the references in sub-paragraph (4) to any information on oath shall be construed as references to any complaint on oath.

Appeals against detention of [appliances
] etc.
9. - (1) Any person having an interest in any [appliances
] or records which are for the time being detained under paragraph 8 by an enforcement authority or by a duly authorised officer of an enforcement authority may apply for an order requiring the [appliances
] or records to be released to him or to another person.

(2) An application under this paragraph may be made-


(a) to any magistrates' court in which proceedings have been brought in England and Wales or Northern Ireland for an offence in respect of a contravention of any provision of these Regulations in relation to the [appliances
] or records;

(b) where no such proceedings have been so brought, by way of complaint to a magistrates' court; or

(c) in Scotland, by summary application to the sheriff.


(3) A magistrates' court or the sheriff shall not make an order under sub-paragraph (1) unless the court or sheriff is satisfied-


(a) that proceedings have not been brought for an offence in respect of a contravention of any provision of these Regulations in relation to the [appliances
] or records; and

(b) that more than twelve months have elapsed since the seizure was carried out.


(4) Any person aggrieved by an order made under this paragraph by a magistrates' court in England and Wales or Northern Ireland, or by a decision of such a court not to make such an order, may appeal against that order or decision-


(a) in England and Wales, to the Crown Court;

(b) in Northern Ireland, to a county court;


and an order so made may contain such provision as appears to the court to be appropriate for delaying the coming into force of the order pending the making and determination of any appeal (including any application under section 111 of the Magistrates' Courts Act 1980 or article 146 of the Magistrates' Courts (Northern Ireland) Order 1981.

Compensation for loss etc. of [appliances
] or records seized
10. - (1) Where a duly authorised officer of an enforcement authority exercises any power under paragraph 8 to seize and detain any [appliances
] or records, the enforcement authority shall be liable to pay compensation to any person having an interest in the [appliances
] or records in respect of any loss or damage caused by the exercise of the power if-


(a) there has been no contravention of any provision of these Regulations in relation to the [appliances
] or records; and

(b) the exercise of the power is not attributable to any neglect or default by that person.


(2) Any disputed question as to the right to or the amount of any compensation payable under this paragraph shall be determined by arbitration or, in Scotland, by a single arbiter appointed, failing agreement between the parties, by the sheriff.

Recovery of expenses of enforcement
11. - (1) This paragraph shall apply where a court convicts a person of an offence in respect of a contravention of any provision of these Regulations in relation to any [appliances
] or records.

(2) The court may (in addition to any other order it may make as to costs and expenses) order the person convicted to reimburse an enforcement authority for any expenditure which has been or may be incurred by that authority in connection with any seizure or detention by or on behalf of the authority of the [appliances
] or records.


PART III

MISCELLANEOUS AND SUPPLEMENTAL

Restrictions on disclosure of information
12. - (1) Subject to the following provisions of this paragraph, a person shall not disclose any information-


(a) which was obtained by him in consequence of its being given to any person in compliance with any requirement imposed by these Regulations; or

(b) which consists in a secret manufacturing process or trade secret and was obtained by him in consequence of the exercise by any person of any power or duty conferred by these Regulations.


(2) Sub-paragraph (1) shall not apply to a disclosure of information if the information is publicised information or the disclosure is made-


(a) for the purpose of facilitating the exercise of a relevant person's functions under these Regulations or any enactment or subordinate legislation mentioned in sub-paragraph (3);

(b) in pursuance of a Community obligation;

(c) in connection with the investigation of any criminal offence or for the purposes of any civil or criminal proceedings; or

(d) in pursuance of regulation 3 of the Environmental Information Regulations 1992.


(3) The enactments and subordinate legislation referred to in sub-paragraph (2)(a) are-


(a) the Trade Descriptions Act 1968;

(b) Parts II and III and section 125 of the Fair Trading Act 1973;

(c) the relevant statutory provisions within the meaning of Part I of the Health and Safety at Work etc. Act 1974 or within the meaning of the Health and Safety at Work (Northern Ireland) Order 1978;

(d) the Weights and Measures Act 1985;

(e) the Weights and Measures (Northern Ireland) Order 1981;

(f) the Consumer Protection Act 1987;

(g) the Consumer Protection (Northern Ireland) Order 1987;

(h) the Electrical Equipment (Safety) Regulations 1994; and

(i) any subordinate legislation made for the purpose of securing compliance with the Directive of the Council of the European Communities, dated 10th September 1984 (No. 84/450/EEC) on the approximation of laws, regulations and administrative provisions of the member States concerning misleading advertising.


(4) In sub-paragraph (2)(a) the reference to a person's functions shall include a reference to any function of making, amending or revoking any regulations or order.

(5) In this paragraph-


"publicised information" means any information which has been disclosed in any civil or criminal proceedings; and

"relevant person" means any of the following, that is to say-

(a) a Minister of the Crown, Government department or Northern Ireland department;

(b) the Director General of Fair Trading;

(c) the Health and Safety Executive;

(d) an enforcement authority;

(e) any person who is charged with enforcing any of the enactments and subordinate legislation referred to in sub-paragraph (3).


Savings for certain privileges
13. Save for paragraph 6, nothing in these Regulations shall be taken as requiring any person-


(a) to produce any records if he would be entitled to refuse to produce those records in any proceedings in any court on the grounds that they are the subject of legal professional privilege or, in Scotland, that they contain a confidential communication made by or to an advocate or solicitor in that capacity, or as authorising any person to take possession of any records which are in the possession of a person who would be so entitled; or

(b) to answer any question or give any information if to do so would incriminate that person or that person's spouse.


Saving for civil rights
14. A contract for the supply of [an appliance
] shall not be void or unenforceable by reason only of a contravention of any provision of these Regulations.

Service of documents etc.
15. - (1) Any document required or authorised by virtue of these Regulations to be served on a person may be so served-


(a) by delivering it to him or leaving it at his proper address or by sending it by post to him at that address; or

(b) if the person is a body corporate, by serving it in accordance with paragraph (a) on the secretary or clerk of that body; or

(c) if the person is a partnership, by serving it in accordance with that sub-paragraph on a partner or on a person having control or management of the partnership business.


(2) For the purposes of sub-paragraph (1), and for the purposes of section 7 of the Interpretation Act 1978 (which relates to the service of documents by post) in its application to that paragraph, the proper address of any person on whom a document is to be served by virtue of these Regulations shall be his last known address except that-


(a) in the case of service on a body corporate or its secretary or clerk, it shall be the address of the registered or principal office of the body corporate;

(b) in the case of service on a partnership or a partner or a person having the control or management of a partnership business, it shall be the principal office of the partnership;


and for the purposes of this paragraph the principal office of a company registered outside the United Kingdom or of a partnership carrying on business outside the United Kingdom is its principal office within the United Kingdom.
